[0 Review the specific graduate program information on the
MSVU website regarding current offerings. Not all programs
are offered every year or term, especially cohort programs.

[0 Use one application for each graduate program.

0 Submit a $50 CAD, non-refundable application fee.

[0 Complete all sections of the graduate application form and
carefully read, sign and date the certification section.

0 Review the Supplementary Information Package for
Graduate Programs and submit all required documentation.

0 Arrange for two official transcripts from each previous post-
secondary institution attended to be sent directly from the
issuing institution(s) to the Admissions Office. Photocopies will
not be accepted. Official transcripts are required for all

courses and degrees completed. Applicants do not have to

submit transcripts for course work completed at MSVU.

O Transcripts and other official documents must be submitted
unopened, in their original format. Transcripts submitted in a
language other than English must be accompanied by an
English translation signed by a notarized translator.

O Previous MSVU students applying for graduate non-degree
study may not need to apply through the Admissions Office.
Please contact the Graduate Admissions Officer for details.

O Submit official English language test scores (TOEFL or
equivalent), if applicable. See below for details.

O Applicants to some programs including Research Master of
Arts, Family Studies and Gerontology, Women and Gender
Studies, Public Relations and School Psychology may have
additional documentation and/or interviews required for their
graduate applications. Please consult the Graduate
Supplementary Information Package for details.

Language Requirements

e Students whose first language is not English must submit
official test results with acceptable scores from one of the
following tests: the Michigan English Language Test (MELAB),
the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL), CanTest,
the International English Language Training System (IELTS)
OR the Canadian Academic English Language Test (CAEL).

e The Mount offers a University Bridging Program (UBP) for
students who come close to meeting our language
requirements but require minimal further study. The UBP
allows students to study part-time at The Mount in their first
semester while completing an academic ESL program. Upon
successful completion of UBP, students become full-time

students the following semester with no further language study.

e Students who require extensive English language upgrading
will be referred to one of our private language school partners.
The Mount has partnerships with the East Coast School of
Languages (ECSL), the International Language Institute (ILI)
and the Canadian Language Learning College (CLLC).
