Today’s children are growing up in an environment saturated with images of sexual appearance & behavior that they cannot fully understand. From a very young age, these images can influence how they think about being male and female, their bodies, how they treat each other, and what they want to be, do and wear. Images can confuse children about the nature of relationships and promote precocious sexuality. This makes teaching and parenting harder. Based on her book, So Sexy So Soon (co-authored with Jean Kilbourne), Diane Levin explores the current situation and how it affects children. She offers professionals essential, age-appropriate strategies to counter the assault, to promote children’s healthy development in these times, and work collaboratively with families. 
Presenter: Diane E. Levin is a Professor of Education at Wheelock College in Boston, Massachusetts where she has been training early childhood professionals for over twenty-five years. She has worked extensively in the field of media-related issues; as an internationally recognized expert on the effects of violence, media, and commercial culture on children, she speaks often on these subjects. She teaches courses on play, violence prevention, action research & a summer institute on media literacy, and is a founder of the Campaign for a Commercial-Free Childhood and Teachers Resisting Unhealthy Children’s Entertainment.

 

An internationally recognized expert, Dr. Levin helps parents and professionals understand and counteract the harmful effects of violence, war, media and commercial culture on children. She has written or co-written seven other books, and she has also published extensively in early childhood and education journals as well as in the popular press.
