** International students are required to take the International Student Health Plan unless they are
covered by MSI (Nova Scotia’s provincial health plan). An opt-out process is available for those
students who have MSI coverage, in which case the student will be assessed for the Students’ Union

Medical and Dental Plan.

NOVA SCOTIA
TUITION REDUCTION
PROGRAM

For the period from September 1, 2010 to August 31, 2011, all Nova Scotia students (as

determined by a definition established by the province) are entitled to a $256.60 per credit tuition

credit, in the form of a bursary, from the Nova Scotia Provincial Government. Other Canadian

students will receive a tuition credit in the amount of $52.20 per credit. This reduction is not

reflected in the fees above.

You will make a big financial investment in
your future. Thankfully, there are many finance
and payment options available to you. The
Financial Aid Office will help you with student
loans, lines of credit, bursary applications and
budgeting. Staff will offer advice, suggestions
and great tips. For example, there are national/
regional databases of scholarships and bursaries
you should check out: scholarshipscanada.com,
studentawards.com and aucc.ca/scholarships.
You will make the right financial decisions. For

The Mount offers more than $1 million in
scholarships and bursaries annually. You will
be guaranteed an entrance scholarship if you
are a high school (domestic and international)
applicant with an 80% or higher GPA/average
and if you apply by March 15¢h. Entrance
scholarships may be available to transfer
students as well.

We apply a simple formula to calculate the
average for entrance scholarships: We use your
most current transcript (received by March

15). The scholarship average is drawn from
your top five grade 12 academic marks; one of
which must be English (if English 12 is not yet
available, English 11 will be used). If your grade
12 academic marks are not yet available, we will
use your top grade 11 academic marks to round
out your top five. For more information visit
msvu.ca/scholarships.

If you're a high school student, we need your most up to date official
high school transcript. For transfer students, we need an official, sealed
transcript for each institution you have attended. If you're applying as a
mature student you must meet with an academic advisor and submit an
official high school transcript. Also, if you're applying for the Bachelor of
Education program or one of our Master degree programs, don't forget to
complete the supplemental package.

Keep us up to date! If you are in school, send us another transcript when
your first semester grades are available. We will add it to your application.
If you're a high school student, these are the marks we will use for the
scholarship pool.

SCHOLARSHIP
CONSIDERATION

The entrance scholarship deadline is March 15. You will be
automatically considered for an entrance scholarship if you submit a
completed undergraduate application to the Mount by that date. If you
applied earlier in the school year, send us your most recent transcript.

The Presidential Scholarship, the Student Leadership Award and more
awards are available. To be considered for these, you must complete a

separate application.

Transfer students who come to the Mount through articulation
agreements with the Nova Scotia Community College, Holland College
and the New Brunswick Community College will be assessed for

entrance scholarships.
