Document Submission checklist

Official transcripts 4-year undergraduate degree in nutrition, dietetics, foods or related fields, e.g. health

Note on Official Transcripts: When completing the graduate application form you are required to declare

ALL completed degrees, diplomas and post-secondary certificates, programs that are currently in progress,
incomplete studies, discontinued studies, non-degree studies/courses, courses or programs taken through
university exchanges or by distance, failed courses and transfer credit courses. You are required to submit all of
these official transcripts as part of your graduate application. Failure to disclose and provide an accurate and
complete educational history and transcripts from all institutions you attended may be considered an
intentional omission.

career goals, and comment on how completion of the program will help you achieve these goals.
